Wrap Around Care — Quality of Food | 2 We are working on a new menu which will be launched by the start of Term 3.
Wrap Around Care — Provision Key 2 We are looking at ways of increasing play opportunities for children in Key Stage 2. We are one of twelve
Stage 2 schools in the country who are working with the ‘Learning Through Landscapes’ charity. As part of this

initiative, we have a £1000 grant and over 30 hours of CPD for staff, which will focus on developing play
and outside learning. Developing play for KS2 children is also part of the School Sports Premium plan.
After-school club will be included in these initiatives.

Dates will continue to be published in the school newsletter which gives families a termly
overview.
